Art & History

In Pedrobba, you can visit a

French War Memorial. The Monument to the Caimans of

the Piave, in Falzè; the Benedictine Abbey of Santa Bona,

in Vidor; the Bosco delle Penne Mozze (Woods of the

Broken Feathers) in Cison di Valmarino and many others.

In Vittorio Veneto it is worth paying a visit to the Battle

Museum. Many museums and churches deserve a visit.

One of the greatest ever Italian sculptors was born in

Possagno. His name was Antonio Canova mad visitors

can still get a close look at many of his works in the town

today.

An Art and History Full-Immersion

Alta Marca is a must-see for lovers of history and art. In
this area, the memory of the Great War is still alive. In
fact, many trenches are still visible alongside the Grappa
ridge. They extend from Paderno to Pederobba, where
the French Ossuary stands. Unfortunately, this is not all:
many others evidences of this tragic event are spread
throughout the territory. For example, we have the
Monument to Caimani del Piave (an infantry unit) in
Falzè, the old Benedictine Abbey of Santa Bona in Vidor
and Bosco delle Penne Mozze in Cison di Valmarino. This
last one is a memorial surrounded by nature, built in
remembrance of the fallen Alpines. While in Vittorio
Veneto, it is possible to visit a museum called Museo
della Battaglia, which retraces the events of the First
World War. Many other churches and museums of Alta
Marca are worth a visit. The near city of Possagno is the
birthplace of one of the greatest Italian sculptors,
Antonio Canova. In the Gypsotheca visitors can still
admire his gypsum works, used by the artist to shape his
statues. Canova also designed the Tempio Canoviano
which dominates the landscape.



In Catelcies near Cavaso del Tomba, the little Church of
San Martino contains a block of stone with inscriptions in
Rhaetic and Latin. It is recognized as the oldest item of its
kind in the March of Treviso.

With its rolling hills and roaring streams and rivers, the
Northern March of Treviso has always been an ideal place
to get in touch with your spiritual side and come into
contact with the Divine. Here you can find the truly
unique Cistercian Abbey of Follina. Stramare and Miles
near Sergusino are steeped in the enchanting allure of
the past. In the Monfumo areas you can stroll through
the distinctive, well-preserved centers of “Le Mandre”
and “Era Grande”, while up the hill from Miane is the
small village of Combai, which is renowned for its
delicious PGI Chestnuts. One must-see location is Via dei
Murales in Tarzo: a route through the villages on the
shores of the Revine Lakes with small frescoes adorning
the walls of houses, and you can experience Il Paese delle
Fiabe (the fairytale town), in Sarmede. In Refrontolo, spet
back in time by visiting the Molinetto della Croda: one of
the few watermills that is still working today.

In Catelcies, a district of Cavaso del Tomba, you will find Saint
Martin’s Church, where the most ancient inscribed stone block
of the Marca Trevigiana is preserved. The charming Treviso hills
are also the ideal place to help you get in touch with your
spiritual side. In Follina, for instance, you will be able to admire
Saint Mary’s Cistercian Abbey and, between the vineyards in
Farra di Soligo, lots of little churches and shrines are visitable.
Alta Marca is also full of distinctive villages: in Segusino, for
example, Stramare and Milies still treasure a yesteryear charm.
In Monfumo it is possible to stroll through the peculiar and well-
preserved city centres of Era Grande and Le Mandre. In Miane
you can find the little village of Combai, characterized by its
unique natural trails. In Tarzo, “Via dei Murales” is definitely a
must-see, a path that will allow you to discover all the little
frescoes decorating the houses’ walls. Last but not least, the
municipality of Refrontolo is worth a visit. There you will get a
taste of the past by visiting the Molinetto della Croda, one of the
few water mills still functioning today.

To fully enjoy the Marca Trevigiana, you do not want to miss out
the famous village of Asolo, with its ancient Stronghold and
Quenn Cornaro’s Castle. Also worth a visit is the walled city of
Castelfranco Veneto, birthplace of the famous painter Giorgione.
How not to cite Conegliano, also called “the Venetian gem”, and
its beautiful Cathedral, which houses the renowned altarpiece by
Giovanni Battista Cima.

Obviously, you simply have to visit Treviso! Its ageless charm is
due to all the watercourses flowing through its city centre and
the frescoed houses overlooking them.

The Northern March of Treviso is home to
numerous food and wine products with
origin-Basel labels.

The Alta Marca is famous for many local
products. The most known wine is
Conegliano Valdobbiadene Prosecco
Superiore DOCG, in its versions of
spumante Brut, Extra Dry, sparkling and
tranquillo; the highest expression of
Prosecco is the Cartizze DOCG. Other
important denominations of origin are
DOCG Colli di Conegliano, in its white and
red versions; the unique Refrontolo Passito
and the peculiar Torchiato di Fregona.

If you visit the Alta Marca, do not forget to taste its
regional foods! Local products all come with their
own protected designation of origin. In fact, they
truly represent the essence of this territory.

Naturally, you cannot talk about Alta Marca without
mentioning its worldwide-famous wines. The most
prestigious is the Prosecco Superiore DOCG
produced in Conegliano Valdobbiadene in its
different versions, such as Brut, Extra Dry and Dry,
depending on the sugar’s amount. We also
recommend Cartizze DOCG, the most renowned
variety of Prosecco Superiore. While in Conegliano,
you can try DOCG Colli di Conegliano. Apart from the
classic red or white versions, you can also taste two
local excellences: the unique dessert wine
Refrontolo Passito and the delicious Torchiato of
Fregona.

Still not convinced? Let us give you some more tips!



A nice wine, not so famous but very
appreciated, in the Verdiso IGT. This is a
native grape variety produced in Combai.

The area is also renowned for its cheeses:
some typical examples are Casatella
Trevigiana DOP, Montasio DOP. In the small
town of Segusino, you can try S-cech
cheese, after which the inhabitants are
made, and Formaggio Imbriago - the
Drunken cheese. It is a cheese aged in the
grade skins.

For those who dare to explore new frontiers, Verdiso RGI

is truly a niche wine. This wine is produced in the

Combai area with locally-grown grapes, so you will be

tasting an authentically local product. Moving to the

western part of Alta Marca, do not forget to sample the

great Montello red wine and Prosecco Asolo DOCG. This

selection of fine wines is perfect to accompany some

mouthwatering local products.

For cheese lover, there is a big variety of cheese. Starting

from the most famous fresh and low-fat Casatella PDO,

we also have Montasio PDO and S-Cech of Segusino. Fun

fact about this last one: the inhabitants of Segusino are

named after this cheese variety! Last but not least, we

have Formaggio Imbriago, which literally means drunk

cheese, as it ages in the wine pomaces.



Other autumn products are the Chestnuts Marrone
di Combai and Marrone del Monfenera IGP. In the
southern part of the area, you can find the
distinctive Potatoes from Quartier del Piave and
Borlotto Nano Levada beans from Covolo di
Pedrobba. One of the most prominent food is the
Spiedo dell’Alta Marca, thick is a type of spit-roast
meat cooked very slowly over high heat.

The best way to get to taste these typical products
is to enjoy the events organized in this area. There
are numerous opportunities to do so in the
Northern March of Treviso! From March to
December, the Alta Marca Trevigiana is enriched by
the food and wine exibitions as Primavera del
Prosecco Superiore and Delizie d’autunno. The
scheme encompasses all of the shows that promote
traditional local products and dishes.

If you enjoy tasting seasonal products, in autumn you can taste
the typical chestnut-like Marrone di Combai and Marrone del
Monfenera RGI. In the most southern part of Alta Marca, you
find the peculiar Quartier del Piave potatoes and Borlotto Nano
Levada (a variety of borlotti beans) from Covolo di
Pederobba. If you love meat, you ought to soppressa, a local
type of salami. It can be perfectly accompanied by a glass of
Prosecco to create a sensational explosion of flavours. Do not
hesitate to savour also Alta Marca spit-roasted
meat, composed of meat skewers cooked at high
temperatures.

Besides food, the best way to enjoy this area is certainly
through its numerous important events! From March to
December, there is a food and wine festival called Prosecco
Superiore and Delizie d’Autunno, offering the best local
products and typical dishes of this thriving season. You can
spend the day savouring these sensational dishes while going
for a walk through the woods, farmhouses, vineyards, cottages
and creameries during the following special events: Rive
Vive, Tarzeggiando, Sbecotando, Rive Divine and Canevando.

Sport & Nature

The Northern March of Treviso is a perfect destination
for a holiday in the open air. Trekkers can follow different
marked trails. The Altavia delle Prealpi Trevigiane (“High
Road of Treviso Prealps”)also goes through the Northern
March of Treviso on its way from Monte Grappa to
Cansiglio.

You could also take the opportunity to observe the
Northern March of Treviso from above. Every day, people
launch themselves from Pian delle Femene with
paragliders or hang gliders to see the world from a fresh
point of view.

The Cansiglio Woods are like a green lung in the Prealps
to the east. They make an ideal place for walking and
trekking all year round. Explore their natural variety or
hear the rutting dear bellow at the first light of dawn in
the autumn. However, there is more to the Northern
March of Trevis o than mountains. Numerous
watercourses flow through it, the most important of
which is the Piave: a river that is sacred to the Nation of
Italy because it was the site of three great battles during
the First World War.

Outdoor  Experiences

The Alta Marca of Treviso is the perfect destination for
those who want to enjoy a holiday surrounded by
nature. The Alta Via delle Prealpi Trevigiane path starts
from Monte Grappa and leads to the Cansiglio plateau.
This is the best route to follow in order to discover Alta
Marca and its surroundings.

Keen trekkers will have lots of hiking trails to choose
from.

The most adventurous tourists will have the opportunity
to see this breathtaking landscape from a bird’s eye view,
enjoying a paragliding experience from Pian delle
Femene. The Cansiglio Forest is rich of flora and fauna
and it is considered the green lung of the Prealps. This is
the ideal place for walking and trekking throughout all
seasons, exploring the unspoilt nature of this area and
maybe see the deers in they rutting season, as the
autumnal season begins. Alta Marca is crossed by
countless watercourses, the most important of which is
the Piave river. It is known as the sacred river of Italy
because of the historical events that took place on its
banks during the First World War.



Heading back to Valdobbiadene, the Settolo Basso Park in
the Bigolino area is an absolutely spellbinding place
where you can spot various kinds of wetland flora and
fauna. Talking about watercourses, in Cison di Valmarino,
the Via dei Mulini (“Mill Way”) connects the little old
town center to the Bosco delle Penne Mozze (“Wood of
the Broken Feathers”). A short distance away at the
Livelet Archeological Park on the Revine Lakes, young and
old alike can have fun as they learnt like in stilt houses in
prehistoric times. In Fregona, make sure you follow the
breathtaking path that goes through Caglieron Caves.

Farther south, in Sernaglia della Battaglia, you can
explore the Palù wetlands, where you will find one of
Europe’s most intact examples of a “bocage” landscape
broken up by hedgerows and ditches. You can also stroll
through the Fontane Bianche nature reserve.

Due to the variety in the landscape and altitudes, the
Northern March of Treviso is the perfect place for sports
of all kinds. Fans of cycling in all of its form will be in
heaven in the short Prosecco Suoperiore Circular Route,
which goes through the vineyards around the
Valdobbiadene villages.

Furthermore, there are numerous bridle ways that are
ideal for horse riding: one notable example is the TV5,
which runs all of the way through the Treviso Prealps.

You can enjoy a beautiful stroll in the Settolo Basso
Natural Park, in the Bigolino of Valdobbiadene area, a
spellbinding place where you can marvel at the flora and
fauna of the wetlands.

Visiting Cison di Valmarino, you can admire Via dei
Mulini, a series of numerous water mills that connect the
little old town center to the woods, called Bosco delle
Penne Mozze. Close to here, you can visit the Livelet
Archeological Park located at the Revine Lakes, where
families can learn how life was during prehistoric times.

The Caglieron Caves are a must-see in Fregona, while in
Sernaglia della Battaglia you can explore the Palù
wetlands. The latter is one of Europe’s most intact
examples of a bocage landscape, only interrupted by
some hedgerows and ditches. You can also enjoy a
beautiful stroll through the Fontane Bianche natural
reserve.

Alta Marca is the perfect place to practice all kinds of
sport while enjoying the nature. The Prosecco Superiore
Circular Route, which crosses the vineyards of
Valdobbiadene, is perfect for cycling fans.

Furthermore, if you to enjoy horseback riding, the TV5
path, that runs through the Prealps from Vittorio Veneto
to Valdobbiadene, is the best one for you.
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THE RIVER SILE: OASIS OF WATERS AND TASTES

Hidden Treviso

Surrounded by water and crossed by the longest

river of resurgent waters in Italy and maybe even in

Europe – the river Sile.

It is almost 95km long and crosses as many as 11

municipalities, including Padua, Treviso and Venice

while its waters have been used since the Roman

era for fluvial navigation and commerce.

Here visitors can still enjoy beautiful country

landscapes and discover the various species of flora

and fauna of every season while using the cycling

paths or walking or going out in a boat.

THE RIVER SILE, A HEAVEN OF PEACE AND TRANQUILITY

Hidden Treviso

Often called “little Venice”, Treviso is surrounded by

water and crossed by the river Sile, the longest resurgent

river in Italy and, maybe, even in Europe.

With its 95 km of length, the river crosses 11 cities,

including Padua, Treviso and Venice. Its waters have

been exploited since the Roman Empire for navigation

and trade purposes.

Today visitors can still enjoy this river’s beautiful bucolic

landscapes and discover its diverse flora and fauna. No

matter if you love cycling, walking or even sailing, the

ways to explore this heavenly corner are endless!



Among the most characteristic places:

Cimitero dei Burci – the Cemetery of the Burci

The Burci were the solid, flat-bottomed, wooden boats typical of

the Po valley and used in the past for transporting goods along

the river. The Burcio had everything on board, being the

instrument of work as well as functioning as a home for the

three men needed to sail it: the captain (pàron), the sailor

(marinèro) and the ship-boy (morè). Abandoned in the seventies

of the last century, they have given rise to one of the most

charming areas of the river, the so-called “Cimitero dei Burci”

that can be seen in a bend of the river in the Commune of Casier.

Oasis of Cervara

The natural oasis of Cervara is a protected area situated in Santa

Cristina di Quinto di Treviso and is one of the entrances to the

Regional Natural Park of the River Sile that houses and old mill, a

fascinating building that dates back to the XIV century. The oasis

of Cervara offers the possibility for adults, but most of all for

children, to enjoy the amazing sight of the owls and the nesting

of the storks.

Most characteristic places:

Burci Cemetery

Burci were Po valley’s typical sturdy, flat-bottomed
wooden boats. Once used for goods transportation, it
served both as a working place and a home to its three
main workers, the captain (pàron), the sailor (marinèro)
and the cabin boy (morè). Abandoned in the Seventies
along Sile’s riverbanks, they are now the main attraction
of one of the river’s most beguiling areas, the so-called
“Cimitero dei Burci”.

The Cervara Oasis

The Cervara oasis is a protected area located in Santa
Cristina, part of the municipality of Quinto di Treviso. It is
one of the few entrances to the River Sile Regional Park ,
which houses a charming old mill from the 14th century.
The Oasis gives adults and, most importantly, children the
opportunity to enjoy the unique sight of owls’ flight and
storks’ nesting. Il nome ufficiale in inglese non inserisce

between Venice and the Dolomites truly unique. It
is an ideal destination for lovers of nature, sport
and healthy living. There are countless
opportunities to enjoy active holidays and discover
the delights of a land with a wealth of history, art,
food and wine to offer. The choice of activities
includes strolls in picturesque surroundings and
along nature trails in unblemished environments,
Nordic walking, following road cycling and
mountain biking routes, hiking in the mountains,
paragliding, golf and trekking.

Open-Air Holidays

A unique and diverse landscape that will leave you
breathless. The area between Venice and the
Dolomites is the perfect destination for nature and
sports lovers whose aim is to keep an healthy
lifestyle. There are countless activities to join in
which will help you discover the wonders that this
area has to offer, from its history and art to its food
and wine.

Firstly, you can enjoy nice, long strolls along natural
paths, surrounded by an unblemished
environment. Then, you can also choose other
activities such as Nordic walking, road cycling and
mountain biking, hiking in the mountains,
paragliding, golf and trekking.



Mountain enthusiasts can find spectacular sights and
panoramic views in the Treviso Prealps to the North. The
Alta Via delle Prealpi Trevigiane TV1 is a path that runs
through the mountains from Monte Grappa to the
Cansiglio plateau. Climbing up from Segusino, it goes
through Pianezze and the Monte Cesen nature reserve
before continuing towards the Posa Puner refuge and the
Loff shelter.

It leads you through a natural landscape full of steep
slopes, thick woods, meadows, grazing land and
shepherd’s huts, with fluffy clouds all around that almost
seem to want to embrace you. However, the most
distinctive features of the local area are the hills, where a
boundless network of vineyards reigns supreme. They are
home to numerous spellbinding, exceptionally beautiful
routes, including the Prosecco Superiore circular route on
the Valdobbiadene hills, the paths to the San Gallo hill
and the Credazzo Towers in Farra di Soligo, the Sentiero
delle Vedette (Lookout Path) from Soligo to Col San
Martino, the enchanting Via dell’Acqua (Water Way) near
Cison di Valmarino, and the routes that cross the old
Collalto estate.

Located in the northern part of Veneto region, the
spectacular sights and panoramic views that the
mountains of the Treviso Prealps offer will definitely win
you over. The best way to discover these mountains is to
follow the “Alta Via delle Prealpi Trevigiane TV1” path,
which runs through them. This path starts from Monte
Grappa and leads to the Cansiglio plateau. Along the way,
you will pass through Segusino, Pianezze and the Monte
Cesen’s natural reserve. Finally, you will reach the Posa
Puner refuge and the Loff shelter.

This route will lead you through a natural landscape full
of steep slopes, thick woods, meadows, grazing land and
shepherd’s huts. As you are climbing up, you will feel like
touching the sky. However, thanks to their boundless
network of vineyards ,the hills are the most distinctive
wonders exceptionally beautiful routes, including the
Prosecco Superiore circular route on the Valdobbiadene
hills, the paths to San Gallo hill and the Credazzo Towers
in Farra di Soligo, Sentiero delle Vedette (Lookouts Path)
from Soligo to Col San Martino, the enchanting Via
dell’Acqua (Water Path) near Cison di Valmarino and the
routes that cross the old Collalto estate.



Moving down toward the Piave River, the landscape gets
flatter. Among the local Palù wetlands are the Settolo
Basso and Fontane Bianche nature trails in Bigolino and
Sernaglia della Battaglia respectively. They wind their way
through resurgences, expanses of crystal-clear water and
the flora and fauna typically associated with these
environments. Wetlands like these can also be founded
further south, in a number of areas between the
Monticano and Livenza Rivers.

Keen cyclists can choose from a broad selection of routes
that branch out from Conegliano towards the surrounding
hills and the towns on the plain: San Vendemiano, which
boasts a backdrop formed by Villa Lippomano standing
among lines of vines on the hillside; Castello Roganzuolo,
where there are wonderful views from the magnificent,
frescoed church of Santi Pietro e Paolo; Mareno di Piave
and Vazzola on the Piave Wine Route; Codognè, where the
monumental Villa Toderini De Gajardis takes prominence in
the town centre; Orsago and Gaiarine with their working
mills and natural wonders waiting to be discovered; and
finally Godega di Sant’Urbano and Santa Lucia di Piave,
which are famous for fairs that have taken place for
thousands of years.

Moving down towards Piave river, the landscape gets
flatter. The local Palù wetlands includes Settolo Basso and
Fontane Bianche’s nature trails, respectively located in
Bigolino and Sernaglia della Battaglia. They wind their
way through resurgences, expanses of crystal-clear water
and the typical flora and fauna. Wetlands like these can
also be found much further South between the Monticano
and Livenza rivers.

Cycling lovers have a selection of routes from Conegliano
towards the surrounding hills and towns. San Vendemiano
boasts a backdrop formed by Villa Lippomano standing
among lines of vines on the hillside. Castello Roganzuolo,
with its magnificent frescoed church of Santi Pietro e
Paolo, holds wonderful views. Codognè houses the
monumental Villa Toderini De Gajardis, which stands out in
the town centre. Orsago and Gaiarine have working mills
and natural wonders waiting to be discovered. Finally,
Godega di Sant’Urbano and Santa Lucia di Piave are
famous for their fairs, which have already taken place for
thousands of years. Last but not least, those who are
interested will find the Mareno di Piave and Vazzola on the
Piave wine route



Vittorio Veneto: The Gem Of The Marca 
Trevigiana

At the foot of the Treviso Pre-Alps lies Vittorio Veneto,
sheltered by rolling hills and crossed by the river
Meschio with its calm waters. In the past there were two
municipalities, Ceneda and Serravalle, which, despite
being next to each other, remained separate and at
times even opposing. It was not until 1866, when Veneto
was annexed to the Kingdom of Italy, that the two
municipalities were joined into one named Vittorio after
the King of Italy, Vittorio Emanuele II. On 22 July 1923,
Vittorio became a city and took the name Vittorio
Veneto. It is a city of historical importance due to the fact
that the final battle of the First World War was fought
here. At the end of the Second World War, the city was
awarded the Gold Medal of Military Valour for the acts
of valour of the many partisan formations that proudly
fought against the Nazi-Fascist troops in the nearby
mountains.

Vittorio Veneto: The Jewel Of Marca 
Trevigiana

During your trip in Alta Marca, you simply have to visit this
area’s hidden gem, the city of Vittorio Veneto.

Standing on the slope of Prealps, along the river Meschio, and
protected by peaceful hills, Vittorio Veneto, with its 30000
inhabitants, is Alta Marca’s most important city.

It was not always like this, though: before Vittorio Veneto
became a city, there were two small villages, Ceneda and
Serravalle. Even if they were close to each other, these two
districts were separated and in some occasions, even opposing.

In 1866, when the Veneto region became part of the Kingdom of
Italy, two districts joined into one called Vittorio, in honour of
the King of Italy, Vittorio Emanuele II.

On the 22nd of July 1923, Vittorio turned into a city and took
the name of Vittorio Veneto. It holds historical value because
the final battle of First World War was fought here.
Furthermore, the valour showed by the partisan formations,
which proudly fought against Nazi – fascist troops in the nearby
mountains, allowed Vittorio Veneto to be awarded the Gold
Metal for Military Valour at the end of the Second World War.



A Route Along The River Meschio

If you have some spare time, make sure not to miss the
opportunity to go for a walk or cycle along the cycle/pedestrian
path that starts from Serravalle and runs along the river
Meschio for about five kilometres, up to San Giacomo di Veglia,
on the opposite side of the city. It is a great way to enjoy the
scenery, in a place where nature and history come together: in
fact, since ancient times, the river Meschio has been of crucial
importance for the city and a number of artisan workshops
sprung up along its banks, the remains of which can still be
admired today. In the past, the constant water temperature of
about 11 degrees favoured the presence – along the riverbanks
– of workshops where the famous swords known as the “blades
of Serravalle” were forged, second only to those of Toledo in
terms of blade strength. The cycle/pedestrian path along the
river Meschio starts from Piazza Flaminio and goes along the
Meschietti, that is, the hydraulic works built by the inhabitants
of Serravalle to contain the river after 16 October 1521 when,
following a landslide, the river overflowed and flooded the
entire district, causing death and destruction. Along the banks of
the Meschio it is still possible to see the ruins of the old water
mills and of the paper and wool mills built from the 17th century
onwards. In this area, the silk industry also thrived, which
involved silkworm breeding in silkworm factories and the
subsequent processing of cocoons in spinning mills. In this
regard, the Museo del Baco da Seta in San Giacomo di Veglia is
well worth a visit.

A Wonderful Route Along Meschio River 

If you have some spare time and would like walking or cycling, this is
the right place for you! The 5 km cycle-pedestrian path starts from
Serravalle and runs along the Meschio river. It ends in the small
village of San Giacomo di Veglia, on the opposite side of the city.

It is a great way to enjoy the scenery of a place where nature and
history come together.

In fact, since ancient times the Meschio river has been fundamental
for the city. The constant 11 degrees’ temperature of its water
allowed the artisan workshops to set up, where the famous swords
known as “blades of Serravalle” were forged, second only to those
of Toledo in terms of blade strenght. Today, you can still admire the
impressive workshops’ remains.

Starting from Flaminio square, the path borders the Meschietti
waterworks, built from Serravalle’s inhabitants in order to contain
the river. In fact, after the 16th of October 1521, due to a landslide,
the river burst its banks and flooded, causing death and destruction.

Along the river, you can also observe the ancient mill’s ruins, as well
as historical paper mills and wool mills founded from the XVII
century.

Furthermore, the development of silk industry was very relevant in
this area. It involved the silkworm breeding in its appropriate
factories and the cocoon processing in the spinning mills. In this
regard, it is recommended to pay a visit the Museum of the
Silkworm collocated in San Giacomo di Veglia.



Asolo Delights

The ways to Asolo are sinuous uphill roads which
gradually take their distance from the plains. Their
gentle rhythm introduces the taste of its delighting
atmosphere. Strolling along its streets (“asolando”, as
Robert Browning called it), spectacular views are offered
behind the walls of its old buildings, where nature has
preserved the original dimension of space, silence and
harmony as a source of inspiration: to prove it is the
walk of San Martino. Asolo is the ideal stage for
important events of music, theatre, and photography,
and it also hosts a traditional antiques market. Cultural
taste meets culinary taste: just follow the various aromas
of the town to discover the traditional hostarias and
elegant cafés where you can taste the typical “cicchetti”
(appetizers) and excellent local procuce including oil,
honey, Ghisola cake and the diary products from
Pedemontana and of nearby Mount Grappa, Asolo
Prosecco Superiore DOC Montello and Colli Asolani,
result of ancient vine variety, grown since 1600.

Lose Yourselves in Asolo Delights
We introduce you to the city of Asolo, one of the most beautiful
villages in Italy. The roads leading to the city are uphill and winding.
The architecture of the village is full of spectacular views of the
landscape, admirable during a walk.

Nature, inspirational and guardian, is a treasure chest of an
extraordinary atmosphere. And if you want to experience it first
hand, then we suggest you take the San Martino walk.

The city comes to life thanks to the many events it offers. This place
is a must-see for all those who are great lovers of music, theater,
photography or antique markets.

In addition, lovers of gastronomy will be captivated by the inviting
scents perceived along the streets.

What you need to know about Asolo is that it is a city to visit without
haste. So why not take a break during one of the many walks and
enjoy some local products?

The village is not only rich in history and architecture, but it is also
the place where the taste for culture meets the flavors of the table.

Then go to the famous "Osterie", those taverns where you can really
enjoy the local cuisine. We are talking about the famous "cicchetti",
i.e. appetizers of meat or fish accompanied by an "ombra", that is a
glass of white or red wine, as tradition dictates. Not to mention other
interesting products such as honey, oil and wine.

Asolo is the perfect combination of pleasure and taste.
